Standard Revisions to Your Written Work
Cheat Sheet 
__________________________________________________________
“PN”: Change the pronoun (s/he, we, they, it, etc…) to a proper noun (specific name).
“WC”: “Word choice”: Use a different word or phrase that more accurately captures the meaning of what you’re trying to say.
“VT”: “Verb Tense”: Be sure to stay in the same verb tense throughout ALL of your writing.  (Past, present, or future).
“Omit?”: You may want to consider deleting this word/phrase/sentence.
“Awk”: “Awkward” - What you wrote is unclear.  Try to rephrase.  See Eli as needed.
“Frag”: This is a sentence fragment.  Full sentences must have a subject and predicate.
“PT-AT”: “Passive tense → active tense” - Switch this phrase from passive to active tense.
          example: “the road was crossed by the chicken” → “the chicken crossed the road”
“  ¶  ”: Start a new paragraph.  Begin a new thought or idea related to a “TP”

“TP”:  “Thesis Point.”  One or more ideas presented in your thesis’ “because” statement.  Each TP will require it’s own body paragraphs that go into greater detail.  
 “____”: Capitalize.
“                 ”:  Switch the order of the words.  For example: 




“...It was as if his pride eclipsed in front of him the lights …”







…should be…




“...It was as if his pride eclipsed the lights in front of him…”
“----->”: Indent this paragraph.
 “Quote?”: “Most of the Writing Should Follow the Quotes” → Try to seamlessly embed quotes into your analysis (see “embedding quotes” in Appendix).  No Quotes, No Glory.
“ERR”: What you wrote is erroneous and has nothing to do with the prompt.  Omit it.

“TS” = “topic sentence” & “TP” = thesis point.  Ideally, “TS=TP”
